ADOPTION CIRCLE FEE SCHEDULE

To facilitate healthy, secure and well planned adoptions, the following services may be provided as part of your adoption plan.

· Adoptive applicant education and training

· One complete homestudy, review or update.

· Assistance with writing adoptive applicant profile.

· Birthparent services – state required assessments, counseling, education and provision of informational materials. 

· Working with adoptive applicant to design your individual adoption plan                         

· Preparation of legal documentation for surrender and placement and the review of these completed documents.

· Communication with legal representatives of either party.

· Acceptance of Permanent Surrender.

· Accept physical custody of child from hospital, foster or parental care and facilitate transfer of physical custody to adoptive family.

· Post-placement communication for one year from date of placement.

· Post-placement supervisory visits, seven visits included, Ohio residents only.

· Facilitating payment of medical bills and legal bills.

· Application for Medicaid assistance for newborn and application for subsidies, if requested

· Intermediary communications between birthparents, adoptive applicants, legal counsel, health care and social service providers and other agencies, if necessary.

Please refer to the Information Packet for a complete definition of the programs.

The fee charged by Adoption Circle for each specific program is provided below.

A non-refundable payment of three-thousand five hundred dollars

 ($3,500.00) is due fourteen (14) days prior to attendance at the Orientation 

& Education Meeting or when invoiced, whichever is earlier.  The next 

payment of two thousand five hundred dollars ($2,500.00) is due upon 

completion and approval of the Homestudy/Family Assessment.   The 

balance is due and owing within seven (7) days of placement.

Non-Agency Fees    An adoptive applicant will be responsible for paying for the following services if unpaid or not reimbursed through another source.  These services are not provided by Adoption Circle but they may be required to complete your adoption plan.

·    Adoption related medical expenses for birthmother and child, only if placement occurs.

·    Attorney fees incurred in the legal representation of adoptive applicant, if such representation is desired.

·    Attorney fees incurred in the legal representation of birthparent(s), whether or not a placement is completed.

·    Court costs, cost of publication and Guardian ad Litem fees for Birthfather Termination Hearings or Best Interest Hearings.  

·    Attorney fees and court cost incurred for the finalization and issuance of the Final Decree of Adoption and birth certificate.

·     Foster care cost, if applicable.

·    Costs incident to the homestudy such as the cost of childcare class, CPR class, fingerprints and physical examinations, etc.

·    Cost of diagnostic and/or therapeutic services for adoptive applicant requested by the Agency at any time during the adoption process.
·    Cost of a private investigator to locate and/or serve papers on any individual.

·    Independent counseling for each of the birthparents

·    Cost of Homestudy or Homestudy  services for non-Ohio residents:  Applicants arrange  services and payment directly with the service provider in their home state

·    Cost of Post- Placement Supervision or other needed services for non-Ohio residents:  Applicants arrange services and payment directly with service provider in their home state
